• The Boomers are the 2004 and 2005 Georgia 14-
and-Under Long Course Division III State
Champions and the 2005 Georgia 14-and-Under
Short Course Division III State Champions.

• The Camden County Boomers Swim Club is the
community’s swim team and has its origins as a
summer league team organized at Kings Bay in
1984.  In 1991, the team established itself as The
Kings Bay Boomers, and expanded to a year-round
program to meet the increasing demands of com-
petitive swimming in Georgia and Florida.  In 2001
the team moved from the base to its current home
and changed its name to reflect the entire county
and our growing program.

• The team’s goals are simple: strengthen the
body, improve swimming skills and teach the value
of individual merit and team competition.  There are
65 swimmers currently in the program.

• The Boomers is the only local team to host a
major swim meet - at least one per season at the
Naval Submarine Base Kings Bay Fitness Center,
providing significant economic impact to the
community as swimmers from Coastal Georgia,
Florida and South Carolina compete.

• Meets have two daily sessions, allowing all swim-
mers and parents plenty of downtime to patronize
your business, sightsee, shop, or catch a movie, in
addition to dining and lodging.

• All funds generated by the Boomers are devoted
to the training of children for competitive swimming,
scholarships, the hosting of competitive swimming
events, and particiaption in local, state and national
competitions.
